Recommendation:

It is recommended that the City commission approve the Revised FY 2012 Budget by
Resolution.

Background

The City Finance Department has received and posted all revenues and expenditures for the
Fiscal Year 2012. There are many increases and decreases in the individual line items. Over all
the General Fund revenues increase $ 165,746 more than the budget adopted in September 2011.
The General Fund expenditures have similar increases and decreases in individual line items.
The General Fund expenditures had a total increase of $ 258,659 and an increase of § 138,273 in
transfers out to other funds. The net of the changes in FY 2012 General Fund revenues,
expenditures and transfers is an increase of $231,186

GENERAL FUND

The FY 2012 Budget for General Fund expenditures and transfers was balanced and adopted at
$7,104,175. This included utilizing $ 55,247 of the General Fund Reserves. The net of the
increased revenues and expenditures along with the increased Transfer to the Streets Fund of
$138,273 will require an increased use of General Fund Reserves.

The FY 2013 budget was prepared and showed a proposed increased utilization of the Reserve
Funds for FY 2012. We had projected that certain departments would exceed their approved
budget. The FY 2012 Projected Actual shows the increase from$ 55,247 to $116,211. This is on
page 45 of the Adopted FY 2013 Budget. This recommended Budget Amendment will increase
the use of Reserve Funds to a final total of $ 281,669.
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The Amended FY 2012 Budget shows the following General Fund summary:

The Amended FY 2012 budget uses an additional $ 226,442 of the $ 2,003,995 FY 2011 Fund
Balance. The General Fund ending Reserve Balance as of September 30, 2013 (FY 2013) will be
$1,296,028 or 25.2% of the General Fund Expenditures. This exceeds the Charter requirements
of 20% reserves. FY 2013 Reserves will be:

Section 166.241(4) ("The governing body of each municipality at any time within a fiscal year .
or within 60 days following the end of the fiscal year may amend a budget for that year as
follows:") which requires any amendment to a local government's previous years budget be made
within 60 days of the close of the fiscal year. Since the Village Commission did not have a
regular meeting in November, this item is being brought forward at the first regular meeting in
December, which is just a few days past the 60 day statutory requirement. I feel this will meet
the statute requirements.

Recommendation:

It is recommended that the Village Commission consider approving a contract with the firm of
Federal Property Registration Corporation, who operates VacancyRegistry.com as a business
unit. This will be a “Piggy Back” off the City of Boynton Beach’s contract with Federal Property
Registration Corporation.

Background:

North Bay Village has had its share of foreclosures/abandoned properties during the past 3-4
years. We continue to have properties in foreclosure as the market has not fully recovered for the
commercial and housing properties reduced valuations. This may go on for a couple of more
years. It is my understanding that the Village code enforcement officer has been handling the
foreclosure tracking and dealing with the property owners as they change ownership during this
ever changing environment.

There are several cities and counties in Florida that have created a “Foreclosure Registry” to deal
with the vacant and/or abandoned properties within their jurisdictions. The enclosed Sun/Sentinel
articles quotes that there are about 20 cities and county governments in Florida that contract with
a private firm to track the ownership of foreclosed properties. This firm is Vascantregistry.com
and they are located in Melbourne Florida. The firm is a business of Federal Property
Registration Corp. They currently have 34 cities/counties in Florida under contract at this time.
The following cities in Miami-Dade contract with this firm for their foreclose registry program.

Coral Gables Miami Gardens
Virginia Gardens Cutler Bay
Homestead

The City of West Palm Beach also contracts with this firm for their foreclosure registry program.
I have checked other government agencies such as City of Hialeah and Tampa as well as Miami
Dade County. They operate their own registry in house. I inquired if Miami Dade would contract
with North Bay Village for the data base function and they declined. Most of the cities I have

spoken to contract with VacantRegistry.com
1 /IFCY)



I spoke to Mykle Douglas of Vacantregistry.com and he explained that their service provides
more than a foreclosure registry. They can extract all of the data for any municipality in Miami
Dade County and create a data base that the contract city can access. They provide the software
to access the data as well as use their system to update all city and code enforcement actions on
each property. This becomes a data base for the Village’s code enforcement operations.
Currently the code enforcement officer uses an Excel spread sheet program to track the property
and code issues.

Mr, Douglas explained that the company keeps the data base current because they access all of
the recording agencies daily to update this data base. This includes the property appraiser’s
office, the county recordings and the court system. With them receiving the information daily the
data base stays up to date and relieves the code enforcement officer from performing these tasks.

They have a standard contract for all units of government that they contract with. Most cities are
currently charging $150.00 per year. Vacantregistry.com would agree to perform these functions
of maintaining the data base and providing the Village with the operating software for code
enforcement, or any Village department to use for an annual fee of no less that $75.00 or 50% of
the registration fees collected (not to exceed $100.00). They are increasing their fees to a
minimum of $100.00 for any municipality that charges $200.00 or more. This system could also
be used by utility billing or other departments to locate names and addresses of new owner or
property managers.VacantRegistry.Com provides training on the system and they have a help
desk to assist with items that come up with the use of the system on a daily basis.

When I was speaking to Mr. Douglas in August this year, he looked up North Bay Village’s
current foreclosures and there are about 200 at this date. We discussed the distribution of these
and we agreed that probably a large pottion of these are condo units. This is based on the fact
that we have about 400 single family residential properties and about 3,700 multi family units
(condos). The Village would require registration of all foreclosed properties regardless of type of
property.

Since August North Bay Village has adopted an ordinance implementing the foreclosure registry.
The ordinance was passed with the registration fee at $250.00 annually. It is anticipated that
North Bay Village can contract with Vacancy Registry at the cost of $100.00 per property per
year. This is the bid rate for the City of Boynton Beach’s recent bid. This would produce the first
year net revenue to the Village at $30,000. (200 units at $150.00 each - net) The second and later
year’s revenues would depend on the number of current foreclosed properties. The company
would continue to maintain the data base daily for the annual fee of $100.00 per property
registered.

The City of Boynton Beach competitively bid this service in November 2011. They awarded the
bid to Federal Property Registration Corp in January 2012. The bid price to the City of Boynton
Beach is 50% of the fee charged by the City, not to exceed $100.00. Boynton Beach is currently
charging $200.00 at this time. The Village attorney and Manager will negotiate the final terms of
a contract and it may be slightly different in the draft attached.

1. FPRC RESPONSIBILITIES

A, FPRC will cite the City’s ordinance to mortgagees and proactively contact

those that file a public notice of default, lis pendens, foreclosure action, and or

take title to real property via foreclosure or other any legal means. FPRC weill
electronically provide for registration of foreclosed properties in violation of
applicable City ordinances.

B; FPRC will pay for all expenses related to registration of all foreclosed

property, and all administrative costs and fees related thereto. FPRC will

investigate, report, or take corrective measures monthly to update property status
of all foreclosed property electronically registered and in compliance with the
relevant City ordinances.

C. FPRC will charge a foe of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) per applicant

to register all mortgagees who comply with Ordinance (“Registvation Fee”),

FPRC shall remit fifty percent (50%) of the Regstration Fee to the City in

consideration of the services provided.

A, FPRC shall indemnify and save harmless and defend the City, its trustees,
clected and appointed officials, agents, servants and employees from and against
any claim, demand or cause of action of whatsoever kind or nature arising out of
error, omission, or negligent act of FERC, its agents, servants or employees in the
parformance of its obligations pursuant to this Agreement, for all costs, losses and

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY VILLAGE,
FLORIDA CONCERNING MAINTENANCE OF PROPERTY,
PREVENTION AND ABATEMENT OF PUBLIC NUISANCES, AND
REGULATING DISTRESSED REAL PROPERTY; AMENDING
CHAPTER 95 “HOUSING”, OF THE NORTH BAY VILLAGE
MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES BY AMENDING SECTION
95.01, TO BE ENTITLED “DISTRESSED PROPERTIES”
RELATING TO PROCEDURES FOR THE REGISTRATION AND
MAINTENANCE OF REAL PROPERTY IN FINANCIAL
DISTRESS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (INTRODUCED BY
COMMISSIONER RICHARD CHERVONY)

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of North Bay Village (the “City”)
finds that distressed properties, or property subject to a mortgage which is in default, may
often facilitate situations causing neighborhood blight; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that during this time of mounting
economic problems, neighborhoods should be protected from becoming blighted due to
the lack of adequate maintenance and security of distressed properties or properties
subject to mortgages which are in default; and

WHEREAS, the abandonment of real property due to foreclosure or a default in a
mortgage often produces a situation in which mortgagees are left to tend for property and
seldom closely supervise such property, thereby allowing the property to deteriorate; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that mortgagees have an interest in

maintaining the distressed real property or property subject to a mortgage which is in

default; and

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WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that, as provided for by this ordinance, the
mortgagee’s registration of distressed real property, will establish a contact person for the
City to addfess concerns regarding the maintenance and security of the real property; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that it is in the public interest to address
safety and aesthetic concerns and the economic order of the community, in order to -
assure that abandoned or distressed real property subject to a mortgage will continue to
be maintained and secured and that blight will not occur; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of North Bay Village, Florida
deems it to be.in the best interest and welfare of the residents of the City to prohibit the
creation of public nuisances which pose a detriment to the community and to facilitate the
abatement of such nuisances, as provided herein by amending Chapter 95 of the City
Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY VILLAGE, FLORIDA, AS

FOLLOWS!:

Seétion 1. Recitals. FEach of the above stated recitals is true and correct and is

incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2. City Code Amended. That Chapter 95 “Housing” of the
North Bay Village Municipal Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by amending
Section 95.01 which shall read as follows:

Sec. 95.01. Distressed Properties.

! Proposed additions to existing City Code text are indicated by an underline; proposed deletions from existing City

Code text are indicated by strikethrough.
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This Article may be cited as the “Distressed Properties Ordinance.”

(A) _ Purpose and intent,

It is the purpose and intent of the City to:

(1)  Establish a process to address the deterioration and blight of City

neighborhoods caused by the increasing amount of abandoned, foreclosed
~ or distressed real property located within the City which includes property,

whether vacant or occupied, that is in default on the mortgage, has had a lis
pendens filed against it by a Lender holding a mortgage on the property; is
subject to an ongoing action to foreclose on a mortgage or an application
for a tax deed or pending tax assessors lien sale; has been the subject of a
foreclosure sale where the title was retained by the Lender; or where

ownership has been transferred to a Lender or mortgagee by any legal
method; and

{2) Specifically establish a distressed property registration and maintenance

program as a mechanism to protect residential and commercial
neighborhoods from being blighted through the lack of adequate

maintenance and security of Distressed and foreclosed propetties.

(B)  Definitions,

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this Section, shall have the

meanings ascribed to them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a
different meaning:

(1) “Distressed Property” means any real property located in the City, whether

vacant or occupied, that is in default on the mortgage; has had a lis pendens
filed against it by the Lender holding a mortgage on the property, is subject to
an ongoing foreclosure action to foreclose on a mortgage, or an application for
a tax deed or pending tax assessors lien sale; has been the subject of a
foreclosure sale where the title was retained by the Lender; or where ownershi

was_transferred to the Lender or mortgagee by any legal method. The
designation of a property as “Distressed” shall remain in place until such time

the default on the mortgage is cured or the property has been sold to a new
property owner who is not a Lender as defined in this section and the property

is occupied under the new ownership.
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(2) “Evidence of vacancy” means any condition that on its own, or combined with
other conditions present would lead a reasonable person to believe that the
property is vacant. Such conditions may include, but not be limited to,
overgrown and/or dead vegetation, accumulation of abandoned junk, trash or
gatbage, statements by neighbors, passers-by. delivery agents or government

agents, among other evidence that the property is vacant.

(3) “Legal Agent” means an employee or designee of a Lender designated by the
Lender for purposes of receiving legal notices relating to real property.

(4) “Lender” means the owner and holder of a note and mortgage or other similar

instrument that secures a debt upon the property and the servicer of said note
and mortgage as well as the assignee of any rights or ownership acquired by

the Lender in a foreclosure action or by any other means.

(5) "Maintenance Agent" means a local property manager, property maintenance

company or similar entity located within Palm Beach, Broward or Miami-Dade
Counties, responsible for the maintenance of distressed property.

(6) “Properly Secured” means maintenance of a structure such that it is not
accessible and shall include, but is not limited to, the closure and locking of
windows, doors. gates and other openings of such size that may allow a child
to access the interior of the property and/or structure. Broken windows shall be
secured by reglazing of the window,

(C) Establishment of a registry/Fee.

Pursuant to the provisions enumerated in subsection (D), the Ci_tv Manager or designee
shall establish a registry cataloging each Distressed Property within the City, containing
the information required by this Article.

(1) The City Manager or designee shall use the information collected in the
registry to establish a schedule for the monitoring of Distressed Prope

located within the City.

(2) The City Manager or designee shall charge an annual registration fee of Two
hundred fifty dollars ($250.00)_for each Distressed Property fo be listed in the

registry. A new annual fee shall become due on the anniversary of the date
that the Distressed Property was added io the registry.
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(D) Registration of real property.

(1) Upon_the issuance of a notice of default, the Lender shall perform an
inspection of the property that is the security for the mortgage. Within ten (10)
days of the inspection, the Lender shall register the property with the City
Manager or designee on forms provided by the City. The Lender shall indicate
whether the property is vacant or occupied and provide evidence thereof. A

separate registration is required for each Distressed Property.

(2) The property shall be inspected by the Lender monthly until (1) the mortgagor
or other party remedies the default, or (2) the property has been sold to a new
property owner who is not a Lender as defined in this section and the property

is occupied under the new ownership.

(3) Properties subject to this Article shall remain under the annual registration
requirement, and the inspection, security and maintenance standards
enumerated in this Article as long as they remain subject to a notice of default

or foreclosure proceeding, or until the property has been sold to a new property
owner who is not a Lender as defined in this section and the property is

occupied under the new ownership.

(4) If during any inspection a previously occupied property is found to be vacant
or shows evidence of vacancy the Lender shall, within ten (10) days of that
inspection, update the registration to indicate such change in occupancy.

(5) Registration pursuant to this section shall contain the property ownet's name,

the address of the property, the Miami-Dade County Property Appraiser’s folio
number for the property, the Lender's name, the name of any Maintenance and
Legal Agents of the Lender, the Lender's loan number and the name, address,
telephone number, facsimile number, and email address for the Lender’s
Maintenance and Legal Agents, The Lender's Legal Agent and Maintenance
Agent may be the same person. The registration shall also contain the name
and 24-hour contact telephone number of the Maintenance Agent responsible
for security and maintenance of the property. The City may require such other
information the City deems necessary to fulfiil the intent and purpose of this
section.,

(6) A Lender’s registration of a property shall constitute the consent of the L.ender
for the City to enter the premises for inspection purposes in the limited
circumstances defined in section (E)(1).
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(7) Within ten days of the date of a change in any of the information required by
this section, the Lender shall update the registry to reflect the updated

information, including the status of any foreclosure proceedings initiated by
the Lender.

(8) The property shall be posted with the name and the twenty-four (24) hour
contact phone number of the Maintenance Agent. The posting shall be no less
than an eight-inch by ten-inch sign. The posting shall contain the following
language, filling in the blanks with the appropriate information:

THIS PROPERTY IS MANAGED BY:
TO REPORT PROBLEMS OR CONCERNS CALL:

The posting shall be placed in a visible location on the interior of a window, or
secured to the exterior of the building/structure facing the street to the front of

the property or, if no such area exists, on a stake of sufficient size to_support

the posting in a location- as close as possible to the main door entrance of the
property, Exterior postings shall be constructed of and printed with weather-

resistant materials,

(E) Inspection

(1) The City may physically enter the premises of a registered property_in the
normal course of property inspections under the same legal authotity possessed
by the Lender to enter upon such property, not more often than once every
month, for the purpose of examining the property to ensure that the property is

Properly Secured and is not a threat to the public health, safety, and welfare.
The City shall notify the Maintenance Agent of the date and time of the

proposed inspection at least 10 days prior to entering the property, The
Lender's Maintenance Agent may accompany the City's inspectors during such
inspection. :

(2) If the City enters upon the premises of any Distressed Property for the
purposes enumerated in this section, the City shall be immune from
prosecution or liability except for liability for negligence on the part of
officials of the City while conducting an inspection.

(F) Maintenance Requirements

(1) In_addition to any other responsible party, the Lender shall maintain all

Distressed Properties as set forth in this section:
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a) Properties shall be maintained in accordance with Section 94.021 of the
City Code.

b) Properties shall not give the appearance that the property is vacant or
distressed.

¢) The property shall be maintained free of graffiti or similar markings as set
forth in Section 132,06 of the City Code.

d) Front, side, and rear vard landscaping shali be maintained in accordance
with the City Code applicable at the time registration was required.

e) All pools and spas shall comply with the barrier requirements of Section
152.0602 of the City Code.

f) All properties, including pools, spas, ponds and buildings shall be
maintained free of stagnant water, rubbish, debris, and all other
objectionable, unsightly or unsanitary matter so as to prevent any
condition wherein a property is or may reasonably become infested with or
inhabited by rodents, vermin or wild animals, or may furnish a breeding
place for mosquitoes, or threaten or endanger the public health, safety, or

welfare, or may reasonably cause disease or adversely affect and impair
the economic welfare of adjacent property.

g) The City may issue notices requiring a Lender to correct any violations of
the City Code.

(G) Repair.

In addition to the owner, the City may notify the Lender or its agents, that the owner or
Lender must correct a violation of subsection (F) or the City may correct the violation
and impose an assessment lien on the property and foreclose on said lien as set forth the
Section 94.03 of the City Code. Making such repairs does not create a_continuing
obligation on the part of the City to make further repairs or to maintain the property and
does not create any liability against the City for any damages to the property if such
repairs were completed in good faith as set forth in Section 162.09(1), Florida Statutes.
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(H) Enforcement.

Nothing_contained in this article shall prohibit the City from enforcing its Code by any
other means, including but not limited to Chapter 153 of the City Code, a summons, a

notice to appeat in the County Court, an arrest, a civil action for injunctive relief, a stop
work order, or demolition,

Section 3. Repeal of Conflicting Provisions. All provisions of the Code of the
City of North Bay Village that are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section4.  Severability, The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be
severable and if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall for any
reason be held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity
of the remaining sections, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance, but they shall
remain in effect, since the legislative intent is that this Ordinance shall stand
notwithstanding the invalidity of any part.

Section 5.  Inclusion in the Code. It is the intention of the City Commission
and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made
a part of the Code of the City of North Bay Village, that the sections of this Ordinance
may be renumbered or relettered to accomplish such intentions, and that the word
Ordinance shall be changed to Section or other appropriate word.

Section 6.  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon
adoption on second reading.
