The Program and It’'s Purpose
The North Bay Village Scholarship Awards Program

was created in 2013 to recognize academic excellence
for High School Graduating Seniors that live in North
Bay Village.

The Selection Process
The determinations will be made taking into
consideration the complete legible scholarship
applications received on time, applicants’ residency in
North Bay Village, their grades, show of dedication to
their community, positive recommendations, the
students’ personal statement detailing their future
goals. Awards are made without regard to race, creed,
color, sex, sex orientation, religion or national origin.

Administration of the Program
The North Bay Village Scholarship (NBV) Awards
Program is managed by North Bay Village in
conjunction with the College Assistance Program
(CAP).
